7. Instructions

7.1 Sample Selection, Cutting, and Shipping for Testing

Samples must be selected by a representative of an accredited inspection agency from a single lot of unfinished, sanded, and ready-to-ship products.
If the panels were manufactured over several days, the selected panels must cover the entire manufacturing period and, if possible, include multiple bundles or stacks of the product. No panel shall be selected from the top or bottom of any bundle.

For each selected panel:

· 1 from the top third of the panel;
· 1 from the middle third;
· 1 from the bottom third;
· Cut the samples at least 5cm from the edges of the panel;
· Do not collect samples with visible defects;
· Panels must be no older than 7 days from the date of manufacture at the time of selection, unless older panels are approved by the accredited inspection agency;
· Panels must arrive at Green Laboratory and begin conditioning within 30 days of the date of manufacture.

Sample Dimensions:

· MDF: 39 cm x 39 cm
· PB or Plywood: 50 cm x 50 cm

7.2 Packaging and Identification Requirements

Each sample must be:

· Hermetically sealed, wrapped in polyethylene, and protected with an identification sheet (form F-032A);
· Properly labeled at the time of collection, including the following information on the F-032A form:
· Number of panels in the lot;
· Manufacturing dates;
· Product type;
· Sizes and thickness
· The manufacturing date is mandatory and must be clearly recorded.

7.3 Sample Shipping Instructions

· Include a printed copy of the F-032A form with the shipment;
· Send a scanned copy by email to: contato@greenlaboratorio.com.br;
· Notify Green Laboratory by email once the samples have been shipped and provide the tracking number;
· Samples must be shipped using a method that ensures delivery within 30 days of the date of manufacture;
· If the samples do not meet the conditioning deadline, Green Laboratory will notify the client in writing, and new samples must be selected.



8. Sender's Declaration

· Samples that do not comply with these instructions may be rejected.
· It is recommended that backup samples be sent.
· Failure to follow these guidelines compromises the validity of the test.
